APPLICATION PROCESS FOR STUDENT PARKING PERMITS

Parking applications are available on the Turpin website and at the Attendance Office window. Parking permits will
be sold during the schedule pickup/walkthrough on Thursday, August 19, 2010 from 8:00 a.m. until 11:00 a.m.
Permits will also be sold during lunch periods on Wednesday and Thursday, August 25 and 26, 2010. Thereafter,
parking permits may be purchased in the Turpin main office.

Seniors and up to 24 varsity swimmers are eligible to purchase a parking permit for a designated spot in the senior
lot or on Bartels Road. All other students must park at the Knights of Columbus lot.

Knights of Columbus spaces will be sold to juniors and sophomores who may park on a first come, first served
basis. There is a maximum capacity of 170 cars at Knights of Columbus. It is possible that we will run out of
parking spaces before the end of the school year.

In NO case may students park in VISITOR parking without prior administrative permission.

The fee for a parking permit is $120.00 for the entire school year. A pro-rated reduction of $10.00 per month will
apply for permits sold during the school year.
