Enrollment Projection Report: Recently completed enrollment projections offer
valuable insight into potential changes in student enrollment. Based on this
external report, FHSD could potentially see a 5% drop in enrollment over ten years,
which is slightly less than the 7% drop expected across Ohio. District leaders are
using this new data to inform facility planning, create projections for staffing levels
and guide other financial and operational discussions.

Our district outperforms both
Hamilton County and State of Ohio averages for the percentage of dollars spent directly
in the classroom, and we maintain a lower-than-average cost per pupil. It is a testament
to our dedicated staff that these benchmarks can be met while still delivering a very
highly-rated education to students.
